Personal Yearbook
Task: Your task is to produce an 8 DPS (16 page) yearbook about yourself. Your yearbook will include the following topics:
1) Life History 2) Childhood 3) Hobbies 4) Family 5) Friends 6) Free Choice Topics (3 spreads) 

• Photos must be scanned or glued on paper. • Color or black and white pictures. • Typed headlines, subheadlines, feature stories and captions - glued on heavier stock, colored paper. • At least one infographic included on each DPS.
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• Cardboard cover decorated and pages sewn into cover • Self created layouts following design rules

Follow this guide to complete your Personal Yearbook Project: • Brainstorm ideas for each spread and take notes • Complete Ladder Diagram • Sketch out layout design • Determine what photos and information you will need for each spread • Write Interview Questions • Take and develop photos and/or bring photos from home • Conduct interviews • Select photos • Adjust layouts to fit selected photos • Crop photos • Write captions • Write headlines and subheadlines • Write feature story • Design infographic • Type and Print Text • Assemble and glue photos, art, text, graphic elements, backgrounds, etc • Design Cover (front and back lid) • Design endsheets • Assemble and sew together • Present to class  

Personal Yearbook Evaluation Rubric

Research: Adequate documentation for each photo. Interview questions combine 5 W’s and in-depth probes. Interview notes are detailed, specific and accurate. Survey information is complete.
Layout: Layout shows a variety of elements: photos, sidebars, graphics, art. Elements lead the reader from the dominant photo through the spread. Interior spacing is consistent. White space is planned. Art fits theme and is sized and placed to blend with other elements.
Photography: Photos are clear, bright and in focus. Photos capture candid action and tell the story consistent with theme. The dominant element of each photo is cropped to follow rules of third. Photos are cropped to proportionally fit the layout space.
Writing: The feature story is relevant, detailed, and consistent with story line. The feature story shows evidence of researched facts and quotes. The feature story is organized and edited. Extended and summary captions provide information not told by photos. Captions include names of all subjects listed in order left to right. Headline and subheadline lead the reader into the story creatively. Infographics present information in a logical, readable way. All text is carefully proofread for errors.
Use of technology: Student can create black and white and color photo boxes Student can create text frame and move text about within layout Student can manipulate text by changing font, size, color, rotation Student can create drop caps and linked text frames Student can resize and rotate graphic element Student can import scanned image from another source
Personal Yearbook is worth 500 points.  There will be smaller checkpoints with various point values as well.  Your editors will guide you in this process.
Photo Essay
A picture is worth a thousand words!
Photo Essay guidelines:
1) Choose a topic that is of interest to you. Your topic must allow you to tell a story. It cannot simply be a grouping of cute pictures. It must  have a beginning and an end. 
2) Shoot a wide variety and number of photos to choose from. 
3) Process your own photos. *Yearbook printers are NOT for this purpose*
4) Decide which photos you will be using in your essay. Choose the size of your photos carefully. You must use a minimum of 12 photos and 1/3 must be black and white. [image: image2.png]



5) Mount your photos in whichever manner you wish.
6) Fill in the blanks from the picture story with words. You must include some copy to fill your audience in on what is going on in the essay. Remember, you will not always be there to explain the photos. Do not forget to use proper sentence structure and grammar. There is no requirement for how much you must write, but a good guideline is approximately 25-30 words for each picture. Some will need more explanation; some will need less. Remember, you are telling a story through photographs; the words are simply there to guide the reader into the next section of your story.
7) The essay is worth 250 points. 100=the quality of the photographs 50=the copy that you write 100=creativity and completeness of story
Yearbook Graphic Notebook
Find ten examples of each of the following graphic ideas. 
Components: 1) Odd shaped pictures - pictures not rectangular or square shaped 2) Screens - color backgrounds, printed screens 3) Logos - company names and symbols 4) Unusual color - spot color, process color 5) Headlines 6) Sub-headlines 7) Pulled quotes

Presentation: 1) Mount on paper and label 2) Put together in binder 3) Create division pages 4) Cover and title page 5) Creatively present
Graphic Notebook is worth 75 points
Yearbook Theme Project
1) You may work alone or with a partner 
2) Each person/group will choose a theme idea. This is your choice, so choose something you like or are interested in presenting to the rest of the group. Use your imagination. Be creative.
3) Each group will create a poster or notebook that incorporates a theme. These will be presented to the class.
4) Your poster or notebook will include the following: *Theme (Verbal and Visual) *A cover sketch - in color *Endsheet design *List of sections in your book and a spin-off for each section *Ten story ideas for each section *Five suggestions that will incorporate the theme throughout the book and make the book unique *A sample layout for each of your sections

2) Using your personality profile sheet, you will create a graphic presentation that highlights the personality of our school.
3) Your presentation should include: 
a. pictures b. 3-5 quotes c. a survey of 25-30 students and results in a graph form d. top 10 list e. what’s hot and what’s not

4) Your presentation can be a poster or a notebook. 

5) This is what your high school means to you. What is your definition of the personality of Lane Tech. Be creative.
Yearbook School Personality Profile is worth 300 points.
